The current versions of the
installed firmware will appear in the upper box. You should enter the version numbers here for reference
later:

Click the Upload button and go to C:/Program Files/IMS-4000/Firmware or to the drive and folder where
you installed the IMS4000 Software. Select the ims4k3.27.ims file and click Open. When the upload
finishes, click the upload button again and select the voice2.
